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Ameticane to “Chow Colore’ in Support of Right to Protect Flag

Americans will fly the United States Flag this Memorial Day, May 25,
not only in honor of those who gave their lives for our freedom but for the
people’s right to protect the flag from physical desecration.

Thousands of area residents and business leaders plan to fly the U.S.
Flag from Memorial Day until Veterans Day in support of Show Your Colors,
America!. The nationwide movement, spearheaded by the Citizens Flag
Alliance, is designed to unite the American people behind this nation’s
core <values -- freedom, Jjustice and equality -- and the £lag which
symbolizes those values. Organizers are planning a statewide, open-to-the-
public Show Your Colors, America! inaugural rally, which will take place
before Memorial Day.

The CFA’s 125 member organizations, representing 22 million citizens,
are confident that a nationwide display of the Stars and Stripes will
encourage the U.S. Senate to return to the American people their right to
protect the U.S. Flag from physical desecration. The Supreme Court struck
down the right of the American people to protect the flag in a 1989 ruling
that declared flag desecration to be free speech guaranteed by the First
Amendment.

The U.S. House of Representatives passed the flag-protection
constitutional amendment June 12, 1997, by a vote of 310-114 vote. Senate
passage, by the required two-thirds majority, would send the amendment to
the states for ratification.

“I want all Americans to do what comes natural: Show your colors!
Fly the United States Flag from Memorial Day until Veterans Day,” American
legion National Commander Anthony G. Jordan said. “Our Senators in
Washington will heed the will of the people. When you consider that 49
state legislatures have petitioned Congress to send them a flag-protection
amendment for ratification, and that numerous polls show 80 percent of the
American people support it, there’s no reason for the Senate to block the
right of the people to protect their flag. There are many learned opinions

Let your representatives know that
our veterans in the Denver metro
area are deserving of a place to
go where family members would be
able to come and visit.
